• Usted tiene el derecho de solicitar ayuda a la corte de manera 
temporal en cualquiera de los siguientes aspectos: 

1. Mantener a su agresor alejado de usted, su hogar y lugar 
de trabajo.    

2. Derecho a permanecer en su casa sin la interferencia de 
su agresor. 

3. El derecho a solicitar una orden de no contacto bajo la 
sección 664A.3 o 915.22, si el agresor fue arrestado por 
asalto sexual. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de registrarse en la lista de victimas de 
la procuraduría de su condado bajo la sección 915.12. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de presentar una denuncia por amena-
zas, asaltos u otros crímenes relacionados. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de pedir compensación por parte de 
su agresor por el daño a su persona o su propiedad. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de solicitar  compensación para victi-
mas. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de contactar la procuraduría de su 
condado o A las autoridades judiciales locales para determi-
nar el estado de su caso. 

• Si usted necesita tratamiento medico, usted tiene el derecho 
de pedir al oficial presente que lo asista para obtener  

• transporte al hospital más cercano o que el le ayude de 
alguna otra manera. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de un examen medico de abuso 
sexual y el costo deberá ser cubierto por el Estado. 

• Usted tiene el derecho de solicitar la presencia de un conseje-
ro para victimas, tal como se define en la sección 915.20A, 
durante cualquiera de los procedimientos relacionados al 
asalto incluyendo el examen medico.   

• Si usted cree que es necesaria la protección de la policía  
para su seguridad física, usted tiene el derecho de solicitar al 
oficial presente que permanezca ahí hasta que usted y otras 
personas afectadas puedan irse o hasta que se pueda garan-
tizada su seguridad.
